Imperial Sugar Provides Update on Savannah
Refinery Explosion

SUGAR LAND, Texas--(BUSINESS WIRE)--Feb. 11, 2008--
Imperial Sugar Company (NASDAQ:IPSU) Imperial Sugar
Company experienced an explosion and fire at its sugar
refinery in Port Wentworth, Georgia, which is located near
Savannah, Georgia, the evening of Thursday, February 7,
2008. A number of associates and contractors were
injured, and seventeen remain hospitalized at an area burn
center. There are six confirmed fatalities and two persons
are as yet unaccounted for as rescue efforts are ongoing.

John Sheptor, Imperial's president and ceo, said "The
Imperial family is devastated by this heartbreaking event.
Our constant thoughts and prayers are with our injured
coworkers, their families and all our associates. We are
touched by the level of concern and the outpouring of
support shown by the local community and are grateful for
the superb response by the local emergency agencies as
well as the medical team in Augusta.”

"Currently, we are focusing our efforts on working with
authorities on the continued rescue efforts, providing all
available support to those receiving medical attention as
well as the families of those coworkers who have been
affected.

We are in communications with our customers and
suppliers about the ongoing operations at our Gramercy
Louisiana refinery, and appreciate their patience and
understanding.”

The facility is still under the authority of the fire
department's rescue team during the rescue and recovery
effort. Upon completion of this effort, agency officials will
be allowed inside to begin their investigations. The
Company will provide more information as appropriate.

Go to www.asse-region6.org for more
information. The following article provides a quick overview of the ARM Designation.

Each day, your organization faces risks related to corporate governance, cyber-liability,
terrorism, workers’ compensation, and more. And ever-increasing regulations and
litigation only compound these risks. The Associate in Risk Management (ARM)
certification (designation) can help safety professionals gain a better understanding of
insurance, liability, and risk exposures.

This three part process is sponsored by the American Institute for CPCU and the
Insurance Institute of America. Working together, these organizations promote the
Chartered Property and Casualty Underwriter (CPCU) designation program. However,
even as a stand-alone certification, the ARM shows you have knowledge in the field. The
tests are eighty-five computer-administered, objective (multiple-choice) questions taken
within the 2 hour allotted time period.

The three exams of the ARM are:

ARM 54—Risk Assessment

Risk Management Programs; The Risk Management Process; Legal Foundations of
Liability Loss Exposures; Assessing Property, Liability, Personnel, and Net Income Loss
Exposures; Management Liability and Corporate Governance; Forecasting; Cash Flow
Analysis.

ARM 55—Risk Control

Controlling Property, Personnel, Liability, and Net Income Loss Exposures; Intellectual
Property Loss Exposures; Criminal Loss Exposures; Disaster Recovery for Property Loss
Exposures; Understanding Claim Administration; Fleet Operations Loss Exposures;
Environmental Loss Exposures; Understanding System Safety; Motivating and Monitoring
Risk Control Activities.

ARM 56—Risk Financing

Insurance as a Risk Financing Technique; Reinsurance and Self-Insurance; Retrospective
Rating Plans and Captive Insurance Companies; Finite and Integrated Risk Insurance
Plans; Capital Market Products; Forecasting Accidental Losses; Accounting and Income
Tax Aspects; Claim Administration; and Allocating Risk Management Costs.

For those in the public sector, there is a new “add-on” designation for public entities.
Once you obtain the ARM, the ARM-P designation includes studying additional materials
in the Risk Management for Public Entities course and passing another test.

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WASHINGTON -- Assistant Secretary of Labor for Occupational Safety and Health Edwin G. Foulke Jr. today announced that
President Bush has requested $501.7 million for the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) in fiscal year
(FY) 2009. The request represents a boost of nearly $15.7 million over the fiscal year 2008 level.

Foulke explained that the increase will support agency efforts to improve workplace safety and health through compliance
assistance and enforcement of occupational safety and health regulations and standards. "We are proposing to increase
resources by more than $11.3 million to support enforcement programs, and $5.2 million to provide compliance
assistance to employers and employees, especially small businesses," said Foulke. "The president's proposed budget
provides us the resources we need to continue making a positive impact on workplace safety and health. This budget
reinforces our balanced approach to employee safety and health - an approach that works."

Since 2001, OSHA has implemented a balanced approach consisting of aggressive enforcement, cooperative programs,
outreach, education and compliance assistance, which has yielded the lowest workplace fatality and injury and illness rates
on record. During this same period, the overall fatality rate has dropped by 9 percent, and it has fallen by 22 percent
among Hispanic employees.

OSHA has plans to conduct 37,700 workplace inspections throughout FY 2009 and will continue to focus its resources on
the most serious hazards and dangerous workplaces, and on industries with high rates of injuries and illnesses. OSHA's
Enhanced Enforcement Program focuses on employers who ignore their safety and health obligations, while the agency's
Local and National Emphasis Programs focus on specific industries or safety and health issues.
