Burning charcoal inside can
kill you. k gives off carbon
monoxide, which has no odon

NEVER bumn charcoal ingide
homes, vehicles or tents.

It is important to understand
what the pictures mean.

W Only use charcoal barhecues outside
in the open air. Here is why:

As charcoal burns, it can give off a gas called
carbon monoxide. This gas is very dangerous.
You can't see it. You can't smell it. And it can

kill you.

Do not bring a charcoal grill into the house
and use it for heating. Do not barbecue in the
parage.

B Charcoal grills are only for cooking
outside with plenty of fresh air.

Do not barbecue inside a tent. Do nort use the
charcoal grill for heating inside a tent.

B Always keep the barbecue outside in
the open air.

After cooking, do not bring a warm grill into
a camper. It takes coals a long time to burn
out completely. Even with the grill lid on,
fumes can quickly fill the air in a camper. It’s
best to empty grills before storing in a camper.

B Coals are out when they are cool to
the touch.
